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PREFACE

Government of India established the institute in the year 1980 to cater to the needs of the Indian paper industry.  The Institute is an autonomous body under the Ministry of Commerce & Industry, Deptt. of Industrial Policy & Promotion. HRD programmes and continuing education are important in strengthening the capability of the Indian paper industry, so that the industry could equip itself to compete in the changing scenario. 

Though, short term/contact training programmes have been organised by the Institute in the past, the response was lukewarm from the paper industry. On-site training programmes (OTP) will involve the visit of CPPRI scientists to the mill site, where they will deliver the lectures & provide comprehensive training documents.  

The Institute has prepared a calendar of the training programmes for the year 2011-12 covering the above areas.  It is hoped that the paper & allied industries would take benefit of these courses by nominating their personnel.
